ALL costume pieces and shoes must have their name inside! 

All dancers Kindergarten—12th should come with their black tank and spandex already on. We’ll let them know when 

they’ve arrived which costume piece(s) to layer on.   

Bring costumes in a small plastic tote with lid. This system works SO WELL for dancers with multiple costume pieces, 

and it helps them stay organized! Preschool dancers will need to arrive in their costume and ready to take their class 

picture. 

Hair must be fixed out of the face preferably in a ponytail, braid, or bun. We won’t require everyone’s hair to be the 

same; everyone’s hair is a different length and texture, so it’s not a big deal. However, at least the front of the hair must 

be pulled back and out of the face.
